the promotion of human peace and who
makes the best effort for a ome-world
government.” f

each year will be awarded to the anthor
of the best book on the concept of world
government. Both awards will be made for
a period of three years begimning with
1949, Dalmia expressed the hope that he
would be able to continue them indefinitely.
Dalmia is publisher of the “Times of India.”

Dear Mr. Bondurant: .

Your letter to the Rev. V. J. White has
come to me. He is now in Australia, having
retired from active missionary work. So
1 will try to answer a few of your questions
abont conditions here,

While you would recognize many things
as they were when you were here, I am sure
you would guickly sense the changes that
the last year have brought.

Practically all non-Muslim officials have
disappeared from Government offices and
the police, and with them over 1,000,000
Hindus have fled to West Bengal,

The Star and Crescent on itg green back-
ground is very much in evidence every-
where. Among the Muslims, however, there
are two divisions. One is political. Ons
party is very critical of the Government
and the other refuses to see any faults at
all. The second division iz much more
serious, It is hetween Bengali and Punjabi
Muslims. The latter have heen given most
of the good Government positions and the
others are very bitter about it.

The administration has achieved a lot
but is weak. Food prices and control have
got completely out of hand and food prices
are leapfrogging up and up all the {ime.
The maintenance of law and order in more
remote areas, such as ounrs, has slipped and
dacoits are now very bold.

Dacea lives in a golden day dream. There
are great plans afoot everywhere. The
railway is to go round the back of the
Ramna and so eliminate the level crossings
in the city. Tezgaon is to be converted
into the main station and the Secretariat
ig to be built there. The old Government
House is the High Court. The airdrome was
sadly neglected after the war and now they
are busy getting it into order again. T
landed there a few weeks ago and there

to sit on.

Many of our people find themselves in
queer positions, e. g., some have their homes
in Pakistan and their farms in India, or
vice wersa, and according to fthe new
Customs resulations are not allowed to
take their rice home:

Customs barriers at Sealdah, Dum Dum,
Tezgoan and all border stations nearly drive
travelers erazy. One never knows what may
be confiscated or questioned.

‘So far we can see India’s teething frou-
bley are less than those of Pakistan. How-
ever, we hope that they will both eventually
seftle down and make a job of governing
their respective countries.
